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U.S. Growing Concerns

A The latest data show that 32% of adults are
obese , the number of overweight or obese
American children nearly tripled between 1980
and 2004
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U.S. Growing Concerns

A The disconnect between transit and road planning
means transit riders are often left to wait at bus stops
marked by a lone post in the ground T no sidewalk,
curb ramp or bench

A The transportation sector is the fastest growing
carbon dioxide source in the United States with
emission rates rising 2% per year

A The United States uses 20 million barrels of oil per
day and over 40% of American oil consumption goes
to passenger cars
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What does a complete streets policy
accomplish?

Complete Streets policies direct transportation planners
and engineers to consistently design with all users in
mind including drivers, public transportation riders,
pedestrians, and bicyclists as well as older people,
children, and people with disabillities.
